The mission partnership began in 2009 between WMU of
Virginia, Roanoke Valley Baptist Association, and Pastor
Boots Marsh of the Standing Rock Reservation. It has been
a hand-in-hand, heart-to-heart effort to bring hope to
Native Americans living in the Dakotas. Since 2004, an
increasing number of Roanoke volunteers have developed
relationships on the Reservation under the leadership of
Bob Hetherington, Director of Missions for Roanoke.
